Magnet: an object that can attract and repel objects with iron, cobalt, nickel. 

Magnetic Attraction: a force that makes some things move toward a magnet.

Force: energy through physical movement or action.

Energy: the ability to do work and produce power.

Attract: to pull towards a magnet.

Repel: to push away from a magnet.

Pole: each of the two ends or faces where the magnetic field is the strongest.

North Pole: one end of the magnet where the pull is the strongest, which will attract the South Pole and repel the North Pole.

South Pole: one end of the magnet where the pull is the strongest, which will attract the North Pole and repel the South Pole.

Levitate: to float.

Magnetic Field: the area around a magnet where a magnetic force is.

Magnetite: a type of hard rock with high iron content and magnetic properties.

Natural Magnet: rocks with a lot of iron in them.

Permanent Magnet: magnets which keep their magnetism for a long period of time.

Temporary Magnet: magnets which lose all or most of their magnetic strength quickly.
Demagnetize: to make the magnetic field weaker.

Compass: a device that uses a magnet to point in the direction of the Earth’s magnetic poles.

Compass needle: a magnet that points North.

Nonmagnetic: not magnetic.
Electromagnetic: a temporary magnet made by coiling wire around an iron core; when current flows in the coil the iron becomes a magnet.

Electric: using electricity.

Electricity: a form of energy that charges electrons and protons.
Electrons: negative charge of electricity.

Protons: positive charge of electricity.

Neutrons: no charge of electricity.

Negative Charge: having lower electric possibility.

Positive Charge: having higher electric possibility.

Current: the flow of electricity.

Lodestone: natural magnetized materials used as magnets.

Circuit: the path of an electric current.

Open Circuit: a circuit that will not allow electricity to flow.

Closed Circuit: a circuit that will allow electricity to flow.

Switch: a device that opens and closes a circuit.

Series Circuit: a circuit that connects several objects one after the other so that the current flows in a single path.

Parallel Circuit: a circuit that connects several objects in a way that the current for each object has its own path.

Conductor: a material that easily allows the flow of electricity.
Insulator: a material that blocks the flow of electricity.
Electricity Source: provides the energy to light a bulb or run a motor.

Electricity Receiver: a component that uses the electricity to make something happen. 
Resistor: property of a material through which electricity has difficulty.

Electrostatics: the study of electric charges that can be collected and held in one place.

Static Electricity: a buildup of charges on an object.

Electric Field: the field around charged particles that exerts a force on other charged particles.

Friction: static from rubbing two materials together.

Battery: A group of electric cells that provide electric current.

Charge: A buildup of electricity that causes objects to push or pull.

Direct Current: Electric current that flows in only one direction.

Generator: a machine that produces electrical current by spinning a magnet inside a coil of wire.

Coulomb: the unit of measurement of an electric charge.

Atom: the smallest particle of any element.
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
