Matching, kids put which ones go with wat.
Draw which tool goes with what. 
Forests, print out of trees, and print out of an axe. 
Print out of a truck picture, picture of logs
print out of a house, print out of a family
draw the order in which people use wood from the forest to build houses
Objective: To understand how animals like humans use their environment.
Materials: 
· A print out of a forest, an axe, a truck, logs, house, and people

· pencil or pen

Procedure: 
1. Lay out all the print outs on a table that was provided by the teacher

2. Place the forest, truck, and house pictures on one side of the table and call them “Big Items”

3. Place the axe, logs, and people picture on the other side of the table and call them “Small Items”

4. On your lab paper, draw which big item matches with which small item.

5. After you have matched each “big item” with its corresponding “small item”, label which pair of “big and small item” is first, second, or third in which people use them. 

Draw which “big item” matches with which “small item” and label which pair comes first, second, or third. 
Post lab Questions:
1. Which “small item” was matched with the forest?

2. Which “big item” was matched with the wood?

3. Which “small item” was matched with the house?

4. What was the order of the matched pairs from first to last?
