Week 5: Build freshwater and saltwater biome models. 
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Background: Different aquatic biomes on Earth each have unique and different functions. In this lab activity, students will be divided into two groups, and each be assigned a different water-related biome. They will research their biome and create a model that accurately shows the biome.
Goal: To understand the differences between a freshwater and saltwater biome.
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Materials: Medium-Large Container, salt, scissors ( if needed), decorations ( plants, rocks, assorted Swedish fish ), paper towels
Procedures:
1. Fill up your containers with water from the sink. (Be sure to grab salt if you are doing the saltwater biome)
2. Grab 5-7 fish and put the fish in the tank. Red fish can ONLY go inside the freshwater tank, and Green fish can ONLY go inside the saltwater tank.[image: image5.png]

4. Grab some paper towels and clean up! (You may eat the leftover Swedish Fish after the lab is done.)
