1. What is the geosphere and what does it consist of?

3. What is the atmosphere and what does it consist of?
A: An atmosphere is a layer of gases surrounding a planet or other material body of sufficient mass that is held in place by the gravity of the body. 
4. What is the biosphere and how is it connected to the other spheres?
A: The biosphere is the global sum of all ecosystems. It is the global ecological system integrating all living beings and their relationships, including their interaction with the elements of the lithosphere, hydrosphere, and atmosphere.
5. What two commons form the landforms on our Earth?
A: Wind and water
