Silly Putty Lab Teacher Key
1. The slime turns into a solid.

2. The slime loses its shape and turns into a liquid.

3. A physical change occurs when only the form or appearance changes, not its composition. A chemical change occurs when the composition of the substance changes.

4. If you add iron filings to wood chips you have physically changed the substance that you have. However, by using a magnet to remove the iron filings you can revert the new substance back to the two original substances of wood chips and iron filings. 

5. The slime is a chemical change because it cannot be reverted back to water, cornstarch, and food coloring.

6. Example: Animals, like the butterfish, excrete slime to avoid predation.
-Provide food coloring for students; personalizing their slime will make it a more enjoyable experience

-Remind students to clean up after themselves, as food coloring can stain clothes and skin.

-Go over the states of matters as students play with their putty. Demonstrate how it turns from a solid to a liquid, and a liquid to a solid.

-Remind students to dispose of the putty in the trash if necessary, as it will clog up sinks.
