Questions:


1. How do the rubber bands create sound?
The rubber bands move and make air vibrations. 


2. Do the thickness of the rubber bands change the sound? How?
Thick rubber bands create a deeper sound. Thinner bands create sharper, lighter sounds.


3. Remove the pen/crayon from under the strings. How does this change the sound?
The sounds the guitar make are less "tuned", meaning that there is little change in note.


4. Do different size boxes make different sounds? Test out your friend's guitar. Does it sound different? Why?
Depending on the amount the rubber bands stretch, the sounds the guitars make will be different based on the different sized boxes. Taut rubber bands will create sharper sounds. 
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
