1. What do the fossils tell us about the past environment?

2. Why did the dinosaurs have to migrate? 

They had to move because the dry seasons did not let the plants survive, so the Sauropods had no food to eat. Because of this, the dinosaurs had to move to a wetter area in order to eat well and live. 
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
