These Sauropod dinosaurs lived in a place that had dry and wet seasons, migrating to other wet areas when their home was in its dry season since plants did not grow without water. If these fossils had not been discovered, the ancient environments and the life of a Sauropod in North America would still be unknown.

By studying oxygen molecules, water and plants on land had a lot of oxygen. Plants and water in the mountains had less oxygen. From this discovery, scientists found that the Sauropods had to move over 350 miles to find water!
