Light Reflection Lab
Pre Lab: 
Seeing is a part of every person’s life, but what allows us to see? Why can’t we see anything in the dark? Light is responsible for enabling us to see and carry on with our lives. Light comes from light sources, such as the sun, lamps, etc, and reflects off other objects into our eyes. This is an activity you and your friends can do together to understand how light reflects off objects and into our eyes so we can see. 
Materials: 
· flash light
· one or two mirrors
· piece of cardboard
Procedures: 
· place the mirror vertically on a flat surface
· shine the flashlight into the mirror
· use the piece of cardboard and find the light reflection from the mirror
