Pre Lab
· Make sure flashlights are fully charged
· Cut moderate pieces of cardboard to conserve materials
· Make sure students do not drop the mirrors and accidently cut themselves
Lab 
· Make sure students are working and not fooling around with the flashlights
· Make sure students do not shine the flashlights directly into another’s eyes
