LOSS SOME MASS - IT’S A GAS 
Purpose: To show that some liquids have different properties from other liquids and to observe how fast liquid evaporates.

Materials: 
Water 
Alcohol 
Paper towel 
Scissors 
Pencil (round) 
Ruler 
2 paper or plastic cups (16 oz) 
2 small paper or plastic cups 
Tape 
 
Procedures:   
1.Place the two large cups upside down on a flat surface. Place the pencil across the cups and tape the pencil down as shown.  
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2.Place a ruler on the pencil so that the ruler is as balanced as you can make it. Cut two strips of paper towel, each 20 centimeters (cm) long and 4cm wide. Write "W" on one strip and "A" on the other.

 3. Pour 1 tablespoon of water into one small cup and 1 tablespoon of alcohol into another.

4. Dip the "W" paper towel strip into the water until it is completely wet. Your partner should dip the "A" strip into the alcohol until it is completely wet. 
  
5. Work together to place the wet strips at the very ends of the ruler. Balance the ruler on the pencil.
