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Magic or Magnets?
When two objects start sticking together out of nowhere, does that happen because of a magic? Well, it is, but it isn’t. So how does that work? It happens because of the attraction between the magnets and objects that cannot be seen with our eyes. 

There are so many magnets around us every single day. This can include refrigerator magnets or even staples! But, what is a magnet and what does it stick to? Does it stick to everything? 

A magnet is an object that sticks to other objects that are made of iron, nickel, and cobalt. Magnets do NOT stick to aluminum, copper, gold, or silver. When a magnet is put next to any of those things, it will not stick to it. 

There are also three different types of magnets. A natural magnet is a magnet that contains a lot of iron, like rocks. A temporary magnet loses its magnetic strength very fast, like a balloon. And lastly, a permanent magnet keeps their magnetic strength for a really long time.
