1. How many poles do magnets have? If there is more than one, what are they? 

Magnets have two poles, a north and a south pole. 

2. What kind of poles attract each other? Give an example. 

Opposite poles attract each other. “Attract” means to stick or pull towards each other. An example of poles that attract each other would be North-South poles. 

3. What kind of poles repel each other? Give an example. 

The same poles do not attract each other, but instead, repels each other. Repel means to push away from each other. An example would be North-North or South-South poles. 

4. What are magnetic fields and how do they relate to magnets? 
Magnets have places inside them that acts like a force to interact with other objects called magnetic fields. Depending on the distance of the fields, the magnet is either stronger or weaker.
