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What comes to mind when you think of motion? A great example would be roller coasters. Roller coasters work entirely because of different forces. They speed up- or accelerate- at the beginning of the ride, and slow down- or decelerate- when the ride ends. There may be many loops or turns that the coaster must past. Gravity makes the big drops and hills possible! The motion is very fast during the ride. That is why your hair blows wildly!
Would you like a rollercoaster in your yard? It is possible. In fact, a dad in northern California built a roller coaster in the backyard of the house for his two kids. He used pipe and lumber to make a track that is 180 feet. The project was called The CoasterDad Project, and it can be found on Youtube and his blog. 
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
