. Ziplock bag

i. water

ii. graham crackers

a. Procedure

a. Open Ziplock bag and put in 2 pieces of graham crackers along with 4 tablespoons of water.

a. Close the ziplock bag 

a. Have students mush the contents together

a. Observe and record the process and end product

b. demonstrates how the stomach breaks down food

b. shows the slow process of the crackers turning to mush to have its nutrients absorbed.
