1. Collision - when two objects come together with violent force; crash.

2. Inertia - An object's resistance to movement or to a change in motion

3. Newton’s First Law of Motion - An object that is moving will keep moving, and an object at rest will remain at rest, unless energy is used to change its motion

4. Newton’s Third Law of Motion - For every action there is an equal and opposite reaction

5. Simple machine:  a machine with few or no moving parts.  There are six:  lever, screw, wheel and axle, pulley, inclined plane, and wedge.

6. Fulcrum:  the point where a lever rocks back and forth

7. Screw:  an inclined plane wrapped around a post; it’s used to hold things together.

8. Sphere - 3D shape that looks like a ball, perfectly round

9. Friction: energy created by two things being rubbed together

10. Compound machine:  a machine made of two or more simple machines.  Examples

      Include a can opener, a bulldozer, an elevator, etc.
