
Week 3 Activity:
This week, we are making sure that we understand that students receive their traits from their parents and possibly their grandparents! 
Materials:
Students need to bring:
1. 3 pictures (These pictures need to be pictures their parents will allow them to cut)
a. One of themselves
b. One of their mother
c. One of their father
Teachers need to provide:
1. 3 different colored markers (5 if they have 5 pictures)
2. Glue Sticks
3. Scissors
Objective: 
The objective of this assignment is for the students to understand that all of their traits come from their parents and that these traits are transferred through the genetics within them. Teacher also has to remember to remind their students that there are things called dominant traits, which are the traits that are stronger, and are the traits that are more likely to be shown. Also they need to go over recessive traits, which are the traits that are weaker, and these traits are usually hidden and that someone could be a carrier of that trait if their parents have that recessive trait.
Activity Procedures: 
1. Ask students to take out their 3 pictures and hand each student a pair of scissors.
2. Tell the students to identify the following parts on each of their pictures and to circle them: 
a. eyes 
b. nose 
c. mouth 
d. ear 
e. forehead/hairline (to show if its a widow’s peak, or straight)
f. hair (to show if it is curly, straight, or wavy and to show the color) 
3. Then tell the students to take the picture with their face on it and to cut out each of the parts. (It doesn’t have to be perfect, it could even be along the circle as long as the parts can be identified.)
4. On the worksheet given, make sure the students glue on their parts correctly in the labeled boxes. The students, when finished, should only have pictures glued in very left column labeled “ME”.
5.  Next tell each the students to cut out the different parts of their mother’s face and glue each of the parts in the middle column labeled “MOM”.
6. Lastly tell each of the students to cut out the different parts of their father’s face and glue each of the parts in the last column labeled “DAD”.
7. Then have the students compare their facial parts to their parents facial parts and decide which of the two parents the part looks like more. 
8. Then in the blank space next to the row with all of the pictures of the same facial part, have the student write which parent they received that trait from. 
9. After the students have written which parent they have received all of their facial parts from, have the students count up how many of each parent’s part they have and have them decide who they are more like. 
10. After the decision is decided, have the students answer the 4 questions that are on the bottom of the worksheet. 
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Who Do I Look Like More?
Instructions: 
Glue the different parts of your’s, mom’s and dad’s face in the right boxes! Then count how many boxes you look like your mom and count how many you look like your dad, and see who you look like more!
After you are done, make sure you answer the questions on the bottom of the page!
