Section Four: Vocab
1. Surface Mining - mining in which soil and rock are removed to get to the minerals (Encompasses a few types of mining. Such as strip, mountaintop removal, etc.)
2. Nonrenewable Resource - a limited natural resource that can be used to produce energy, but cannot be easily replaced or produced by humans (example: coal)
3. Chemical Energy - stored energy released by a chemical reaction, such as burning coal
4. Fossil Fuels - fuels formed from organic matter from the past, examples: Coal, oil, natural gas
5. Non-renewable resource: one that is not replaced at an adequate rate
6. Subsurface mining - mining using underground tunnels to get to minerals
7. Strip Mining - removal of all soil and rocks to get to the minerals
8. Oil extraction - removing oil from the ground or ocean to use
9. Horsehead pump - pumps used to extract oil on land
10. Nuclear Power -  energy is released when atoms break apart.  This “explosion” produces electricity. Uses uranium to make energy
