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What are Atoms and Molecules? (Week 1)
What's an atom? What does it have to do with molecules?
Atoms are the little stuff that make up everything you can see around you! They even make up lots of things you can't see, like the air that you breathe. Atoms are so small that there are millions of them in the tiniest dot you can see. All matter are made up of atoms.[image: image2.png]
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Molecules can also make up matter. What are molecules? Atoms can join together - they form bonds with each other - to make molecules. For example, two atoms of hydrogen and one atom of oxygen hook together to form a molecule of water, which is why they call it H20!
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
