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What are Monomers and Polymers? (Week 3)
Polymers are big molecules. They are big because they are made of many molecules put together. These molecules are like beads!
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The word "poly" in "polymer" means "many". These smaller molecules which make up a polymer are called MONOMERS. The word "mono" in "monomer" means "one". This joining of monomers is called polymerization.
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Even though polymers are big, they are still too small to see. This is because molecules are very small. When many polymers are put together they make things like plastic.
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
