Ice Lab (Week 4)
Introduction
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Have you ever wondered how ice turns into water, or how that happens? In this lab, you’re going to learn how all of this happens! We are going to teach how water turns from its watery liquid, to hard ice, and then into steam from heat.
Materials
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pre freezed water

· Thermometer

· A pot

· a burner

Procedure
1. Put the thermometer in the ice and write down the temperature in the chart.
3. Put ice cubes in pot for 5 minutes and write down any changes.
3. Put the thermometer into the water and write down the temperature.
5. After five minutes, put the pot of water onto the heating pad and set the pad to 212 degrees F. 
5. Write down the change in the water when it starts to boil (bubble and steam)
6. Measure temperature after 5 minutes. Clean up!
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
