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Physical and Chemical Changes (Week 5)
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There are two types of changes. One is called a physical change. If you take apart the parts of a salad, you are making a change. This is a physical change because you can put the parts back together to make the salad again![image: image2.png]



 
In a chemical reaction one thing
is changed into another thing. An example is burning a piece of paper. A chemical change is caused by atoms in something changing. In this 
example, the paper atoms change 
into ash and smoke.
 If you melt ice in a physical change, you can freeze the water and change it back to ice. If you can reverse it, it is called a reversible reaction! If you take an egg then crack it, it is an irreversible chemical change because you can’t un-crack the egg![image: image3.png]
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
