Reversible and Irreversible Changes Video Questions Answer Sheet

1. What is a reversible change?
A reversible change occurs when we can get back the original materials we started with after the change has occurred.

2. Give an example of a reversible change.
Evaporation and condensation are both reversible changes. Melting and freezing are also reversible changes. Dissolving salt into water and evaporating the water out is another example of a reversible change.

3. What is an irreversible change?
An irreversible change occurs when you mix materials that produce changes that are difficult to reverse.

4. Give an example of an irreversible change.
When cement and water are mixed together, they form concrete. It is very difficult to separate the concrete back into cement and water, so this is an irreversible change. Other examples include mixing bicarbonate of soda and vinegar to form carbon dioxide and burning. 
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
