Answer Key: Phases of the Moon
You need 10 Oreo cookies for each student ( 8 to use, 2 to eat) and a popsicle stick to scrape the frosting
Procedure: 
1. Demonstrate the proper way to slowly twist an Oreo to maximize the amount of frosting on one side when you separate the halves. (practice yourself, it can be tricky)
2. Give each student a cookie and have them twist the halves open. Hopefully most will the frosting will be on one side or the other. They can always transfer frosting if needed.
3. Have the student retrieve look at the picture of the moon phases on their paper.
4. Recreate the given phase in frosting and put it on the right box in the table!
** Usually tour the room and once they show you that they’ve got the phase right, they can eat the moon! Of course be aware of food allergies !
