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Week 5 Reading: How Weather Affects Us
Hello and welcome to this week’s episode of Anchorman! Today as your weather man, we will be talking about how weather and climate affect us. 
As a recap, remember that weather is day to day conditions of a certain area. Climate is conditions over a longer period of time. These two factors make different types of weather that we aren’t used to.

For example, we may be more prone to mudslides, wild fires, more flooding, and hotter summers. Why does this affect us? During mudslides, homes could be destroyed very easily, pushing them down a mountain by mud. Wild fires could get out of control and burn down forests and homes. Flooding would submerge communities of homes, and no one would be able to live there anymore. These are events on a smaller scale.
On a larger scale, weather can make hurricanes, tornadoes, blizzards, and typhoons. Today on Anchorman, we are going to discuss hurricanes! Hurricanes are large, swirling storms that happen over the sea. The water from the hurricane can flood towns and cities forcing people to have to leave. 
In 2005, Hurricane Katrina hit New Orleans, Louisiana. It flooded over 61 cities and all the people were moving to different areas to stay away from the flood. Recently in 2013, Hurricane Sandy hit the New York area and flooded subway systems and streets. People couldn’t get to work because there was no transportation. There was no power so many people had to live in the cold for several weeks until the city was fixing the electricity. In conclusion, hurricanes can be dangerous but there are ways to prevent cities from becoming flooded.
There are some building structures that we can make in order to stop the flood waters from entering cities. One of these is called levees. They are like walls which stop the water from entering areas where many people live in. Another would be flood barriers, which are very similar to levees, but instead are gated so that water can flow through if wanted. We could also build artificial islands, which would be filling areas with lots of sand so that when the tide waters rush up, they will not be able to get near the city.
