Bones-any of the pieces of hard, whitish tissue making up the skeleton in humans and other vertebrates.
sediment-matter that settles to the bottom of a liquid; dregs.
ancestor- the actual or hypothetical form or stock from which an organism has developed ordescended.
Size-the spatial dimensions, proportions, magnitude, or bulk of anything
Structure-anything composed of parts arranged together in some way; an organization.
Body fossil- left is bones teeth hard shells

Fins- A membranous appendage extending from the body of a fish or other aquatic animal, used for propelling, steering, or balancing the body in the water
Maneuver- A movement or procedure involving skill and dexterity.
Desert-A dry, often sandy region of little rainfall, extreme temperatures, and sparse vegetation.
Eyelid-Either of two folds of skin and muscle that can be closed over the exposed portion of the eyeball
Hump-A rounded mass or protuberance, such as the fleshy structure on the back of a camel or of some cattle.
Rainforest-A dense evergreen forest with an annual rainfall of at least 406 centimeters (160 inches). Rainforests are often, but not always, located in tropical regions.
Herbivores-An animal that feeds chiefly on plants.
Intimidate-To make timid; fill with fear.
