Earth Layers Vocabulary
1. Inner core -very dense, solid center of the Earth that is made of mostly iron

2. Outer core - liquid core that surrounds Earth's solid inner core, and that is made mostly of iron

3. Mantle - largest layer inside Earth, lying directly above the outer core 

4. Crust - Earth's outermost layer, which varies in thickness from about 5km to 60km

5. Pangaea - Hypothetical supercontinent with all the landmasses currently on Earth.

Continental Drift - Slow but steady movement of continents across the Earth’s surface.
