Materials:
Tissue Box
Colorful Rubber Bands
Cardboard Tube (From Paper Towel/ Toilet Paper Roll)
Pen (Optional)
1. Punch out a hole in the tissue box. Look for the outline.
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2. Wrap any color rubber band around the box, hot dog style!
Just like this picture →
3. Take the paper towel roll and tape it to the top of your guitar.
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4. You are almost done! To tune your guitar, put a pen or a crayon under the strings. Look
at the picture for an example.
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5. ROCK OUT!!!

1. How do the rubber bands create sound?



2. Do the thickness of the rubber bands change the sound? How?



3. Remove the pen/crayon from under the strings. How does this change the sound?



4. Do different size boxes make different sounds? Test out your friend's guitar. Does it sound different? Why?
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
