There is a big landfill in a city called Cateura. It gets 1,500 tons of new trash every day. Many families live close to the trash. Cateura is a very poor city.
Many kids use recycled trash as instruments. The Recycled Orchestra is called “Los Reciclados.” It was formed by a musician named Favio Chavez. Chavez opened a music school with his partner, Nicolas Gomez. Oil drums became violins and cellos. Water pipes and bottle caps turned into flutes. Packing crates became guitars.
     
Did you know it only started with a few kids? Now, it is made of 35 kids from the Cateura slum. Chavez gives lessons to 200 kids. Some of the kids say, “My life is worthless without music.” It is something to look up to in the town.  These kids make lots of beautiful sounds with the garbage. That is so cool!
There is a lot of pollution produced by the trash that may go into the river. It makes the kids know to not litter. The kids plan on going to a Latin American tour and they will be in a movie.
