Week 1: LIGHT
Day 1
- The teacher will start this unit by passing out the vocabulary list for this section (vocabulary words numbers 1 through 10). Each vocabulary word will be briefly reviewed and explained. 
- The teacher will tell all the students that there will be a vocabulary test and a short quiz on day 5 testing the kids on what they will learn this unit.
- Students will then watch the PBS light video and answer the correlating video questions. This video is approximately 5 minutes and 30 seconds. Then the teacher will review questions in the video and answer any questions the students may have had for the video.  - With the remaining time, the teacher should ensure  to cover two slides of the powerpoint.
Day 2
- The teacher should  shortly review the  slides covered yesterday. The remainder of class time should be used to finish teaching up to the “Sources of Light” slide. 
- The students will use the remaining class time to  complete the “World of Color” worksheet. The last ten minutes of class should be reserved to reviewing the question and answers of the worksheet.
Day 3
- In the beginning of class, the teacher will shortly review the vocabulary terms. If you were unable to finish reviewing the questions and answers of the worksheet, use this time to review.
- Now, the teacher will split the class into partners so the mirror activity can start!
- If this activity ends early, the students can start on their worksheet. The uncompleted portion of the worksheet will be assigned as homework
Day 4
- The beginning of class should be used to review the homework (the mirror activity handout). 
- The remainder of the class time should be used to help students review and answer any questions they’ve had for the content they have covered this week.
Day 5
- This day will be quiz day. There will be a vocabulary and review quiz assessing their knowledge on the content covered this week.
- With the remaining time, be sure to pass out the vocabulary list for the following week and review. 
Week 2: LIGHT
Day 1
- Begin the class  by showing the class  the “Light and Colors Video”. Students should complete the correlating worksheet during the video.  The teacher should review the question and answers to the video worksheet.
- Then the teacher will perform the “What Can you See”  activity. During this time, the students will fill in the worksheet.  After the activity, the teacher should explain the question and answers on the worksheet.
Day 2
- The teacher should present the remaining slides on light.   
- Following the presentation should be the solar energy worksheet. If students are unable to finish the worksheet in the remainder of the time, the rest of the worksheet will be assigned as homework.
Day 3
- The beginning of class should be used to review the question and answers for the worksheet.
- The class time should be used to help students review and answer any questions they’ve had for the content they have covered the past two weeks.
Day 4
- This day will be a quiz day. There will be a vocabulary and review quiz/test assessing their knowledge on the content covered only this week. Day 3 of week 3, students will have an assessment testing everything they have learned in the light section.
- With the remaining time, be sure to pass out the vocabulary list for the following week and review the terms.
Day 5
- Review the vocabulary terms for all of light.
- Go through the sound powerpoint.
Week 3: SOUND ASSESSMENT
Day 1
- Start by finishing the sound powerpoint
- Play a fun video on light (Studyjams)! During this time, students should focus on completing the correlating video worksheet.
- Then use the remaining time to work on the Radio worksheet. Whatever is not finished will be homework.
Day 2
- Start by reviewing the question and answers to the radio worksheet. 
- The majority of class should be spent on completing the bell activity and completing the corresponding worksheet. Question and answers should be reviewed in class.
Day 3
- The remainder of the time should be used to thoroughly review for the vocabulary quiz the following day. Everything taught in the sound section should also be reviewed.
Day 4
- There will be a quiz on everything taught in the beginning section of the sound unit. No old material will be quizzed. 
- After the vocabulary quiz, pass out and review the new vocabulary terms
go through the first slide on sound (“Devices”).
- With the remaining time, be sure to pass out the vocabulary list for the following week and review the terms.
Day 5
- Go through the second section of the sound powerpoint.
Week 4: SOUND
Day 1
- Start by finishing the rest of the powerpoint. The teacher should review the previous slides covered in the powerpoint the previous week.
- Show the class  the Studyjams video on “Vibrations”. Students should complete the correlating worksheet during the video. The teacher should review the question and answers to the video worksheet.
Day 2
- This whole day can be devoted to working on (and completing) the Liberty Bell reading worksheet. If appropriate, teachers can tie in extra history lessons with this worksheet. After students complete their worksheet, make sure to review the question and answers.
Day 3
- Pass back the vocabulary quizzes from the previous weeks.
- Review the vocabulary terms for this unit on sound. Make sure to go into further detail. If it helps, connect the similar characteristics of sound and light.
- Before the end of class, be sure to pass out a list of materials students will need to make their makeshift guitar. Take time to explain that students don’t have to buy the exact things listed. For example if they don’t have a tissue box, they can cut a hole into a cereal box! The homework for the night would be to bring in a box to decorate. If they have the other materials, allow them to bring in the rest of their materials.
Day 4
- Start collecting materials for the makeshift guitar project. Make sure all students have their names written on their items.
- Review for the quiz on the second portion of the sound section on day 5.
- Use the rest of class time to allow students to  make the body of their guitar (decorate their boxes). For students who have not brought in their boxes, let students use that time to finish other class work or study for their vocabulary quiz the following day.
Day 5
- Collect materials for the makeshift guitar project. Make sure all students have their names written on their items.
- This day will be a quiz day. There will be a quiz assessing their knowledge on the content covered only this week. Day 5 of week 5, students will have an assessment testing everything they have learned in both the light and section (vocabulary will also  be cumulative).
- Be sure to pass out the vocabulary list for the following week and review the terms.
- Be sure to remind the students to bring the rest of their materials, in order to make the makeshift guitar.
- With the remaining time, allow the students to continue decorating their box.
Week 5: SOUND
Day 1
- Collect materials for the makeshift guitar project. Make sure all students have their names written on their items. Make sure that all students have brought in their items.
- Help the kids create the dowels and decorate their guitars.
- Start to tie the rubber bands onto the dowels and attach the dowels onto the guitar. Make sure the guitars are finished by this day. Assign the guitar handout as homework.
Day 2
- Review answers and questions for the guitar handout.
- Following the review should be the Landfill Harmonic worksheet. Finish the worksheet in the remainder of the time, and review the question and answers.
- Pass back all of the quizzes for both the sound and light unit. Begin answering questions and going over the quizzes.
Day 3
- Review the first two weeks of the light unit (including the vocabulary).
Day 4
-  Continue reviewing.
- After reviewing, watch the Sound Travel Video and answer the corresponding questions on the handout. Review the question and answers.
- With the remaining time, complete the humming activity. Make sure to review all questions and answers.
Day 5
- This will be the big assessment day where the students are tested cumulative material on the sound and light unit. Week 5 "Test" will be given today.
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
