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Mudslides and Wind Damage on Homes Lab

Materials:
-Large container at least 5 in. deep
-Sand or dirt to fill the container
-Hand shovel
-Water
-Hair dryer
-Toothpicks
Procedure:
1. Fill the container almost to the top, leaving about half an inch of space.
2. Using the hand shovel, dig out a hole that leaves about half an inch of dirt or sand in the middle, making sloping hills around the hole.
3. Using the toothpicks, build a small house of it in the center of the hole
4. Pour the water down the sloped hill.
5. Record observations of this simulated mudslide.
6. Repeat experiment with substituting a hairdry[image: image1.jpg]AR



er for the water to simulate a windstorm.
7. Record observations of the simulated windstorm.
Explanation:
The dirt and toothpick home represents a home in a valley that is susceptible to mudslides. The mudslide will cause major damage to property and make cause loss of life. This experiment can also be replicated using a hair dryer instead of water to simulate a windstorm. Though hurricanes, typhoons, and tornadoes don’t occur in a valley, windstorms (high wind speeds) can still occur and cause damage.

Materials:
-2 sheets of white printer paper
-Markers, colored pencils, etc.
Procedures:
-Draw a before, during, and after a mudslide and a windstorm on a home.
