Questions for Video 1: 

1. What is an adaptation? Name an example of one.

An adaptation is a trait or behavior that allows an organism to survive. Answers may vary. Examples include: the ability of a chameleon on camouflage, their ability to see 360 degrees around them, and how their long tongue allows them to easily grab insects. 
2. What are inherited behaviors? Name an example!

Inherited behaviors are behaviors or mannerisms learned by the offspring of animals from their parents so they could survive better. An example would be how cheetahs hunt in groups so that they can take down their prey more easily. 
Questions for Video 2: 

1. Why is it good that Hank the White Peppered Moth blends into the light colored tree bark?

Birds have a harder time seeing him and so he gets to live and pass on his traits. 
2. Why did the trees turn darker?

The trees turned darker because all the coal powered factories spewing soot into the air covered the tree bark with soot.
3. What happened to the number of light colored peppered moths through the course of the Industrial Revolution?



The number of white moths decreased.
4. Why did Hank’s brother the Black Peppered Moth end up having the upper hand?

Hank’s brother ended up having the upper hand because the tree bark was darker and he was darker, so he could camouflage with the darker trees.
