Plate Tectonics Vocabulary
1. Plate - surface along which rocks break and move

2. Plate tectonics - theory that Earth's crust and upper mantle are broken into sections that move around on a plastic-like layer of the mantle

3. Fault - surface along which rocks break and move

4. Lithosphere - rigid, outermost layer of Earth that is about 100km thick, and is made of crust and part of the upper mantle

5. Divergent boundary - two tectonic plates that are moving away from each other.

6. Convergent boundary - two objects coming together are large plate-like pieces of the Earth’s crust. These two plates push against each other; one is forced down beneath the other. 

7. Transform boundary - when plates slide against each other in a sideways motion

8. Subduction - sideways and downward movement of a plate of the earth's crust into the mantle beneath another plate.
