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Science of Fireworks
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What do you know about fireworks? Fireworks are rockets that create spectacular explosions of light and sound! Fireworks are used for many celebrations and festivals, you can see fireworks at DISNEYLAND, baseball games, Fourth of July celebration, or on New Year's Eve. However, fireworks are more than just a form of entertainment. Fireworks are complex and dangerous. Fireworks must be carefully created and configured by a trained person.
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When fireworks explode into the air, we see colors in the sky. The materials used to make the firework can generate light rays that we see when they reach our eyes. Fireworks also create vibrations when they explode in the air. These vibrations, in turn, create sound waves that can be heard when they reach someone’s ears.
