Topography Vocabulary
1. Topography - the arrangement of the natural and artificial physical feature of an area 

2. Hydrosphere - Earth’s oceans, lakes, rivers, and ice.

3. Lithosphere - Earth’s solid rocky layer, including continents, islands, and ocean floors.

4. Plateau - Landform with high elevation and a more or less level surface.

5. Mountain - Landform with high elevation and high relief.

6. Plain - Landform made up of nearly flat or gently rolling land with low relief.

7. Continental Rise - Found in regions where trenches are absent; have a thick build up of sediments.

8. Rift Valley - a long, deep valley formed by the separation of two lithospheric plates.

9. Mid Ocean Ridge - Area between two divergent plates where magma rises and forms areas of increased elevation on the ocean floor.

10. Deep Ocean Trench - A deep, linear valley in the ocean floor at a subduction zone where two plates are convergent.

11. Seamount - An isolated peak on the ocean floor.

12. Latitude - The distance in degrees from the equator.

13. Longitude - The distance in degrees east of west of the Prime Meridian.
