1. Magnetism: an invisible force from certain metals that is caused by the electrons in a north-south pattern
2. Attract: to pull something closer
3. Electricity: a form of energy made when tiny parts move around in an atom; energy that can power many devices
4. Force: a push or pull
5. Lines of Force: invisible lines of magnetic force that flow through and around a magnet
6. Magnet: a piece of metal that attracts other pieces of metal
7. Magnetic field: an area around a magnet where magnetic force can be felt
8. Metal: a material, usually shiny and hard, that lets electricity and heat move through it
9. Poles: two opposite parts of something, such as the two ends of a magnet
       10. Repel: to push something away 
11. North pole: the end of a magnet where lines of force flow out
12. South pole: the end of a magnet where lines of force flow in
13. Push: to use force to move something closer
       14. Pull: to use force to move something away
