Week 1: Identifying Unknown Substances
1. Physical property: any property that is measurable whose value describes a state of a physical system (Four main properties: color, texture, scent, and taste)
2. Chemical property: a property or characteristic of a substance that is observed during a reaction in which the chemical composition or identity of the substance is changed
3. pH: a measure of the acidity or basicity of an aqueous solution
4. Electric Conductivity: the movement of electrically charged particles through a transmission medium.
5. Magnetic Properties:  class of physical phenomena that includes forces exerted by magnets on other magnets.
6. Hardness: the quality or condition of being hard.
7. Reflectivity: the property of reflecting light or radiation, especially reflectance as measured independently of the thickness of a material.
8. Color: Hue, pigment
9. Odor: a distinctive smell
10. Texture: the feel, appearance, or consistency of a surface or a substance.
11. Density: Degree of compactness of a substance
12. Boiling point: Temperature at which a liquid boils and turns to vapor
13. Freezing point: Temperature at which a liquid turns into solid when cool
