Volcanoes Vocabulary
1. Volcano - mountain that forms as lava flows through a crack onto Earth’s surface.

2. Composite Volcano - tall, steep, cone-shaped volcano made of layers of ash, rock, and lava. Explosive eruptions.

3. Shield Volcano - broad, dome-shaped volcano with gentle slopes. Erupts slowly.

4. Cinder Cone Volcano - small, steep, cone-shaped volcano. Explosive eruptions.

5. Magma - melted rock under the surface of the Earth.

6. Magma Chamber - an enclosed space where magma collects below the surface of the Earth.

7. Lava - magma is called lava when it reaches the Earth’s surface.

8. Ash Cloud - burnt material that shoots out of the top of a volcano and forms a cloud.

9. Central Vent - the main pathway in the center of a volcano from which lava flows upward.
