Weathering and Erosion Vocabulary:
· Weathering: The breaking down of rocks and other material by wind, water, and other ways.

· Mechanical Weathering: Physically breaking down rocks.

· Chemical Weathering: Breaking down rocks by chemically changing them.

· Biological Weathering: When living things break down rocks.

· Erosion: When broken-down rocks are carried away and put somewhere else.

· Particles: Very small pieces of materials.

· Soil: A mixture of rock, living things, and other things that can support life.

· Sediment: Material that has been broken down by weathering and carried away by erosion.

· Glaciers: A large body of ice that stays frozen for long periods of time.

· Deposition: When weathered material is deposited into a new location.
