Week 1 Lab 

Possible Answers:
1. The texture and color of the penny, the ways the water would form when placed onto the surface of the penny, or how many drops of water it would usually take for the surface of the penny to be incapable of handling more water. All could be possible answers.
2. The difference is based on the recordings of another group’s. The difference could be caused by the amount of water per drop placed on the penny. Some may place more in one drop, others less. Answers may vary.
3. Since cohesion deals with the attraction between water molecules, the way the water is placed on the penny drop by drop and sticks on top of one another shows the property of cohesion.
4. Since surface tension is the cohesion of water molecules at the surface of body water; the surface of the penny and how the water stays on its surface for the varying periods of time shows the property of surface tension.
5. Possible errors is that for the soap part, some students may leave the penny the way it is and place soap water drop by drop onto the surface of the penny. This would be incorrect and not in accordance with the directions/ procedures.  Answers may vary.
