MAKE YOUR OWN POLYMER! (Week 3)
Adapted from the Polymer Ambassadors
Polymerization is how monomers form polymers. You might be wondering what that would look like. In this activity, you get to make your own polymer!
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Materials:
· 20 mL of diluted school glue (10 mL glue mixed with 10 mL water

· 1 drop of food coloring

· 5 mL 4% sodium tetraborate solution (commonly known as borax)

· cup, spoon and plastic bag

· goggles
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Procedure:
1. Put 20 mL of the diluted Elmer’s Glue-All in a paper cup

2. Add one drop of food coloring and mix with a spoon

3. Add 5 mL 4% sodium tetraborate solution and stir.

4. Wait for the slime to form. 

5. Take it from the cup and knead it with your hands.
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
