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Colored Carnations

Important things to know!

Most plants "drink" water from the ground through their roots.  The water travels up the stem of the plant into the leaves and flowers.  The plant uses the water to make food.
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~ 24 hours
~ White Carnations

~ A Vase for Each Flower
~ Food Coloring
~ Water




When a flower is cut, it no longer has its roots.  But the stem of the flower still "drinks" up the water and provides it to the leaves and flowers. 
Directions:

Day 1: 

-Fill the vases/cups a quarter of 
  the way with water.
-Add 12 drops of food coloring 
  of your choice.

-Put a flower in each vase and 
  leave it for a day.  

-Make observations!

Day 2: 
-Examine all the parts of the plant carefully and write down your observations! 

-What parts of the flower can you see food coloring?
