Week 5 Activity:

This week’s activity will be a classic scavenger hunt!  

Materials:
Students need to bring:

1. Backpacks

Teachers need to provide:
1. 3 different colored markers 

2. Glue Sticks

3. Ping pong balls 

4. Candy

(Location should be large enough for students to roam such as a playground or a field)

Objective: 


Students will simulate actions done by animals. In doing so, they will act out exactly the same behavior typical of certain animals. They will also gain an understanding of animal adaptations, motivations, and habits. For example, they will understand different attributes of various species such as the pouch of a marsupial, the scavenging feeding habits of a vulture, the hoarding tendencies of squirrels, and the territorial nature of tigers. 

Activity Procedures: 

1. Ask students to empty out their backpacks and wear them on their chests.

2. Tell the students the checklist of items to collect.

3. Establish that their original positions are called their dens and that after collecting their items they must place them at their “dens” and sit down as to “guard” their dens

4. Tell the students that the first person to collect all the items and return to his/her den is the winner of the activity. 

5.  Hand out the worksheet for the students to complete as they reflect on their experience.

6. Lastly, go through the worksheet with the students, defining key terms and explaining the significance of the experience.
