
Friction Activity
1. Materials : A large rug 
Classroom set of  golf balls
Classroom set of rulers
2. Purpose : The idea of this activity is to understand the friction between two or more objects. Friction will slow down the golf ball significantly and the students can understand that the resisting forces of the rug is slowing it down. Compared to 
3. Procedure: 
1. Students are broken up into two groups.
2. They are given the golf balls.
3. Group “A” will roll the ball on an area without the rug and they measure the distance.
4. Group “B” will roll the ball in the rug area and measure the distance they thrown.
5. Group “A” and “B” will swap; “A” will throw in the rug area and vice-versa. 
4. Students Worksheet
1. Which ball went further ? 
2. Why did one of the balls roll further than the other ? 
3. If the rug was not there, would the balls have rolled further ? 
4. What caused either of the balls to stop rolling ?
5. What would be a way to make the balls go further ? 
5. Teacher’s Key
1. The ball not rolling on the rug will travel further.
2.Rug has friction pushing against the ball
3. yes, having no rug equates to less friction which gives more room for ball to slide
4. The balls stop when the force is used up
5. push the ball on a frictionless surface.
