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Materials needed: 

· Cardboard Box

· Tape

· Any miscellaneous objects, like toys

Place all objects inside the box and tape it all up. Then, poke open a small peephole into the box. 

Instruct students to look inside the box through the peephole while it is closed. They should write down what they can see inside the box on their worksheets.

After everyone has had a turn to look into the box, open the box up and show them all the items that were really in the box. 

Ask the students to look into the open box and write down everything that they see onto their worksheets. 

This activity demonstrates to the children that light allows them to see objects. 
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Activity: What Can You See? ANSWERS

1. Describe what you see.
The students should see nothing because there is no light illuminating the inside of the box.

2. Why do you think you can’t see anything?
Because it is dark.
3. After you opened the box, what do you see?
The objects you chose to put inside when you made the box.
4. Why do you think you can see now?
The light can easily come through to illuminate the objects inside the box.
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
